(Veritas founder) and Ovidiu Mălăncrăvean (mayor of Sighisoara) signed the papers and shook hands over 
the purchase of the land from the city. Now that Veritas owns both the land and the building, decisions can be 
made about the future of the building. Praise be to God!
